This term has been another succesful one, a success which was made, to start
with, by our ability to get three ¢ onsistent crews out on the water - the strength
in numbers that this highlights is testament to the growing overall strength of the
women's boat club. We started our terms training early as always, and after two
weeks we entered the Winter Head to Head, th e first race of term. This showed
some promising results, with the first boat gaining a 3rd place behind Michelmas
rivals First and Third and Downing, and W2 winning their division ahead of their
future Bumps competition. Newnham Short Course saw W3 get their first taste of
racing, whist W2 maintained their strong form of term garnering themselves a
close second place. The third race of term, Robinson Head, saw a win for W1
despite some disruption from injury earlier in the week, and W3 benefitting from
gaining racing experience, beating several W2 crews over the course. Pembroke
Regatta was the final event before Bumps, and was a cold but exciting day of
racing in which all crews performed well. The term was all but rounded off by the
5 days of Lent Bumps, where W3 fininshed the week as the, rather optimistic,
‘head of the 4th division’, an impressive achievement for a boat which had taken
on three novices at the beginning of term. W2 were caught at the back of an
unlucky sandwhich earlier in the week, so made the most of their chances to go
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up 2 overall. Finally W1 took the women's boat club to the highest position they
have ever achieved on the river, taking third place and earning their blades on
the way. With the return of our two university trialists, ne xt term should be
exciting and see some strong boats challenging to win places on the river!
