Douglas Macintosh, Elliot Williams and Josh Kelly all represented thecollege in
the Long Jump competition. O'Halloran achieved 3rd in the 800m. But the day
was stolen by the achievement of Ollie Kay who clocked a 64.0 second 400m
but unfortunately Ollie failed to sign up correctly so all of his efforts counted for
nothing. The cross-country Cuppers was a gruelling affair, with the men taking
on 6.3 miles including what must be Cambridgeshire's only hill at Wandlebury
Park. Having laid down a marker for next year hopefully this will mark a
perennial involvement in cuppers Cross-Country for Christ's teams. O'Halloran,
McGrath, Perez and Smith finished: 37th (40:42), 42nd(41:43, 48th (42:42) and
60th (46.57) respectively. This term has provided a solid base to build from.

The long winter nights are traditionally a time when rowers put in the hard
graft that only really pays dividends come next summer, and the men's boat
club certainly got stuck in to training this Michaelmas. With a full week's
training camp before term even started, a weekend away at Peterborough
rowing lake, and many evenings on the ergs, this term really has been one of
laying the foundations for the rest of the year.



That is not to say, however, that results this term were disappointing. The cl ub
was able to field two senior VllIs at Fairbairns, the first time this has happened
for some time, with a Fellows boat and an alumni crew completing the strong
Christ's line up on the river. M1 had a solid term results -wise, with the most
pleasing result coming at the Winter Head, when the crew were able to
summon incredible reserves of energy to go faster racing the course for the
second time. The second eight emerged from a successful IV for the second
half of term, and despite not many training outin gs put in a solid performance
at Fairbairns.

Michaelmas is, of course, also the term when we welcome a new batch of
novices to the club, and they are able to compete in three novice -only
competitions: Queens' Ergs, Clare Novice Regatta, and Novice Fairbans. The
fires of competition were stoked at Queens' Ergs when NM2 beat NM1, and the
rivalry was to continue throughout the term, with only one place separating the
crews at Fairbairns, with NM1 coming out on top this time. Both boats made
huge technical strides during the term, and many completed an end of term
training camp to continue that development.

This term has been the last in which Kat Astley will cast her watchful eye over
the club as boatwoman. We can only thank her for her tremendous hard w ork
during three years of service to the club, and we hope to continue the
successful era she has begun in Lent Bumps and beyond.

Michaelmas has been a strong one for the women's boatclub, starting with our
ability to fiel d two senior crews (an eight and a four), something I'm not sure
has ever been achieved before! W1 began the term well, with success in their
very first race of term, the Autumn Head, and continued this form with wins for
the second IV in University 1V's, as well as a win in the penultimate race of
term, the Winter Head. While the third we attained in the Fairbairn Cup is
perhaps not quite as high as we hoped, it is still a fantastic achievement, and
cements Christ's Women's squad as a boat club worthy of the top spots, who
are routinely providing strong competition for, and more often than not
beating, some of the more conventionally successful clubs on the Cam.
